TO ALL CITY RESIDENTS

The schedule for the WEEKLY PICK-UP of yard waste conducted by the Department of Public Works, of bagged leaves and yard rakings only will begin April 26, 2010 and is as follows:

MONDAY:

South of Utica St., West side of city

TUESDAY:

Between Bridge St. and Utica St. & College area,




West side of city

WEDNESDAY:
North of Bridge St., West side of city

THURSDAY:
South of Utica St., East side of city

FRIDAY:

North of Utica St., East side of city

BRUSH PICK-UP
Brush pick-up for the 2010 season will start on or about April 26th, weather permitting.  DPW personnel will start the pick-up at the southern boundary of the West side of the City in the 7th Ward and continue North through the 1st Ward.  They will then move to the East side of the City and begin at the southern boundary in the 6th Ward and continue North through the 2nd Ward.  This procedure will be repeated throughout the season until the end of June.  There will be no brush pick-up in July and August, except by appointment.  Brush pick-up will resume September 7th and will continue as long as weather permits, following the above procedure.

The City will only pick up brush and limbs that are six inches (6”) or less in diameter that can be readily chipped by our chipper.  All brush and limbs must be neatly stacked between the sidewalk and curb with the butt ends facing in the same direction.  Piles of brush must be free of larger limb wood and any other type of yard waste.  No piles of brush can be placed in the street.  Stumps and roots will not be picked up by the City.

If you are planning extensive trimming or a take-down of trees on your property, you must make an appointment with the DPW for brush pick-up prior to placing any brush at the curbside.  For an appointment, please contact the DPW at 343-4212.
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
